- Medical confidentiality: It represents the
cornerstone of the physician-patient relationghip .
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Privacy: The right of a person not to interfere in hig affairs or be
monitored by the others

Confidentiality: The right of the individual to keep his
medical information away from others.

Privacy is about the place of ingpection, and
confidentiality is about information.
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Privacy: The right of the individual not to interfere in
hie physical or informational affairs.

Confidentiality: The obligation not to share medical
information with any party without explicit permission.
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The importance of maintaining confidentiality

- Enhances the patient's confidence in the doctor.

- Protect the patient from social stigma or legal harm.

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Procedures for maintaining the privacy of the patient during the examination in
the healthcare facilities

Ensure that physical examinations are performed in separate
places away from Other patients, unauthorized visitors or Unconcerned persons

Providing waiting and examination rooms that take gender differences into
account.”

Providing appropriate clothing for inpatients

Ensuring that patients are properly covered when being transferred from one
place to another within the hogpital

Ensuring that exposure ig limited strictly to the body part necessary for the
examination or medical procedure.
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Ensuring that a chaperone (e.g., a nurge) of the same gender ag the
patient is present during any medical examination.

Ensuring that informed congent is obtained from the patient prior to conducting any
examination

Ensuring the provision of complete privacy during the collection of patient
information
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Patients must not be examined in corridors or waiting areas. No unau’rhorlzed person |
outside the medical staff may be pregent during the examination. The patient should be

given sufficient time to expose the area of pain themselves. Entry into the examination

room ig only allowed for individuals directly involved in the medical procedure.
